TEMPORARY EASEMENT

LEGEND

Easement form is set up for a legal sized (8 ½” x 14”) document and should be printed on the front and reverse sides, not separate sheets.  Margins at top and bottom of first and reverse pages must remain to accommodate the requirements of the Register of Deeds and City Clerk.  The upper right-hand corner of the front page must have a 3-inch open area for the Register of Deeds stamp.
